Application 2014-03:  182 Whisconier Road for the replacement and addition of lighting in the 

parking lot of the Brookfield Library.  

 
S. Conn described the location of the light poles as follows: one light by the north entrance, across 

from the grape arbor, and one by the entrance of the south driveway.  The type of illumination will 
be LED High Wattage Type III Area Lights with a bronze colored light pole by RAB Lighting.  The 

poles will be 12 feet high with 5100 K bulbs.
